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Heritage is designed around a 20 acre lake and water is very much in play on several holes. From the gold tees, the course plays over 6900 yards. Heritage has elevated, tiered greens on each hole, ninety six sand bunkers and tree-lined fairways with generous landing areas. The well protected greens are fast. One of the more difficult holes, #5, is a 253 yard par 3 (from the gold tees), requiring a tee shot over natural wetlands and onto a green 100 feet below. 

The course has the highest slope rating in the state of Georgia and was nominated as one of the "Best New Golf Courses in America" by Golf Digest in August 1996.

Golfers of all skill levels should find the Heritage Club very enjoyable as the course plays much shorter from the front tees. The quality of the course and proximity to Atlanta really sets Heritage Golf Club apart from any other daily fee golf course in the area.
